Their efforts helped to save innocent lives, prevent injuries, and protect against major
damage to two synagogues in the Bronx and military aircraft located at Stewart Air National
Guard Base. What could have been a significant terrorist strike in New York was thwarted by
the outstanding work of law enforcement officials. These arrests demonstrate why we must
constantly remain vigilant in our efforts to protect the public from any future terrorist attacks."
